We have beeninformed by Veteran Serviceghat
they no longerhand out the metal memorialflag
holders without a copy of the dischargepapers
We have also been advisedthese markers are
being stolen from cemeteriesand being melted
down and also the manufacturers of these
holdersmay possiblyceaseto manufacturethem
and so replacementof any stolen markerswill be
impossible

As Veteran burials occur, we will request the
family to provide dischargepapersin order for us
to obtain a flag holder, but if the family doesn't
provide the documents, it will be their
responsibilityto get one for the gravesite if they
sowish.

We will needto makea log of the gravesiteghat
currently have holdersand take these up for safe
keeping The holders will be returned to their
respectivegravesitedor Memorial DayServices
